EXTENSION OF CAMERA WIRING

EASY - SPLICE METHOD 

EASIEST EXECUTION / HIGH RISK OF FAILURE / POTENTIALLY SHORTEST INSTALL TIME

 Requires removing only the door panel and limited hardware. Splicing and extending a high count 

fiber wire, with no guarantees of working and potentially shorting the vehicles screen.

DIFFICULT - EXTENSION CABLE METHOD 

COMPLEX  AND TEDIOUS / HIGH SUCCESS AND OPERATION / LONGEST INSTALL TIME

Requires the removal of the entire door wire loom. Reconfiguring the loom with an extension 

harness and reassembly. Complete reinstallation of harness and oem parts.

WE HIGHLY RECOMMEND THE EXTENSION CABLE METHOD.

!!! ATTENTION !!!
DECISION REQUIRED

NOTE -  Tabs, Plugs, Connectors, and Hardware will be REUSED AND REINSTALLED. Mark key 
locations on the rear door and their corresponding location on the harness or assembly BEFORE 
removing so you can reinstall in the same location. DO NOT break or damage any if possible for 
reinstallation.  It is also helpful to document and take pictures of the wiring harness, back door, and plugs 
as you go for reference as you reinstall.!

1 – REAR DOOR PANEL REMOVAL
Pry the rear door panel handle and liftgate buttons 

(disconnect the plug) from the panel. Check for and 

remove any other visible screws or clips. Begin to 

carefully pry the main panel and window surrounds 

away from the door using your plastic trim tool. It is 

held in place by clips around the edges, so work 

your way around the panel, prying gently. Save all 

parts and hardware for reinstallation 
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EASY - SPLICE METHOD

2 – CAMERA LOCATION ACCESS
Disconnect the wire tabs and any electrical connections from the 

window latch assembly. Unbolt and remove the assembly from the door.
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3 – CAMERA AND WASHER REMOVAL
Unplug the camera and remove the two small Torx screws that secure the camera to its mounting housing, 

remove from the door for relocation later. Disconnect the washer hose at this time, plug hose or empty the 

fluid to avoid contamination in the work area. Unplug the remaining nearby connections for more access.

4 – SPLICE THE WIRE
Splice the camera wire to reach the new mount. Skip to step 10 to resume the install.
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DIFFICULT - EXTENSION CABLE METHOD

1 – REAR DOOR PANEL REMOVAL
Pry the rear door panel handle and liftgate buttons 

(disconnect the plug) from the panel. Check for and 

remove any other visible screws or clips. Begin to 

carefully pry the main panel and window surrounds 

away from the door using your plastic trim tool. It is 

held in place by clips around the edges, so work 

your way around the panel, prying gently. Save all 

parts and hardware for reinstallation

CONTINUED
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2 – DOOR OPENING AND PANEL
Undo the upper portion of the weather stripping 

from the opening. Pry and unbolt the passenger 

side panel. Pull any clips and harness connections

In this location. Partially drop the back half of the rear 

headliner. You do not need to drop the entire headliner, 

just the back edge clips to be able to get the cable out.

3 – BODY SIDE LOOM REMOVAL
Disconnect the plug and hose connections in the center of the headliner. With both center and side panel 

locations free, remove the harness and through the harness pass-through holes in the body and in the rear door. 
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CONTINUED
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4 – CAMERA LOCATION ACCESS
Disconnect the wire tabs and any electrical connections from the window latch assembly. 

Unbolt and remove the assembly from the door.
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5 – CAMERA AND WASHER REMOVAL
Unplug the camera and remove the two small Torx screws that secure the camera to its mounting housing, 

remove from the door for relocation later. Disconnect the washer hose at this time, plug hose or empty the 

fluid to avoid contamination in the work area. Unplug the remaining nearby connections for more access.
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6 – DOOR LOOM REMOVAL
Remove the entire wire loom from the rear door. Tabs, Plugs, Connectors, and Hardware will be REUSED 
AND REINSTALLED. Mark key locations on the rear door and their corresponding location on the harness 
or assembly BEFORE removing so you can reinstall in the same location. Document and take pictures for 
reference. Other items may need to be removed to access connectors or tabs.



OVERVIEW
The new extension cable  will be added to the loom of the current harness. Position the new cable in place 

through the boot and close to the original cables location. Next the loom will be undone in increments to 

pull the original cable down and the new one into place retaping as to go to keep to keep other original 

locations and parts

7 - NEW CABLE INSTALLATION
Tape a zip tie to the plug of the new wire with electrical tape and fish the new cable through the boot. Do 
NOT yank on the cable if it gets snagged so you don’t pull the ends off, pull gently.  You can use a 
lubricant to get it through the boot if needed- a little window cleaner, soapy water,  or non oil based 
cleaner can be helpful. Once both cables are through the tailgate boot, you can fish the camera washer fluid hose 
back through the tailgate boot using the same method, with a tapped on zip tie

The replacement cable is long enough that you can add as much as 4 inches of length on the upper end 
without it causing an issue, this means it doesn’t necessarily have to be in the exact same spot. However 
you don’t want it to be shorter or further down the harness because it will be harder to plug in when you 
finish. Add length, do not subtract.
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8 - RELOOMING 
Continue the process of unwinding and re-taping the loom maintaining the position of all the oem plugs, 

wire junctions, and harness locating clips. Once you have finished re-taping the loom, you should have 

approx 3+ feet of the new cable coming out the end of there-taped loom that will be your camera wire

9 – COMPLETE LOOM REINSTALLATION
Reinstall the harness (reverse or step 6) and plug everything back in to test and verify that everything has been 
returned to its original location. Make sure everything is working including the camera. Refer to your own notes as 
reference. Disconnect the camera and hose to resume the installation. 



10 – CAMERA PASS THROUGH
Remove and file down the housing opening to fit the provided clamp block. Reinstall and insert the camera 

wire and extended hose tubing through. Wrap and reloom any wiring past this point. Reinstall the original 

location.
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RESUME EASY METHOD - CONTINUE EXTENSION CABLE METHOD
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11 - CAMERA BASE INSTALLATION
Mount the camera housing assembly on the back door using the provided hardware and spacers. 
This will require drilling through the back door. From the top 2 OEM hole locations, mark 2 additional mounting holes  
between 5’-5.5” directly below the oem holes. Drill for either a 1/4" bolt size opening if mounting with nylocs or 
3/8" / slightly smaller opening if using the riv nuts. Cover any drilled locations to prevent rust. Mount the base plate 
with the provided M6 and 1/4" hardware per choice above. Use the circular spaces and rubber washer to space 
away from the door as needed. Use the rubber washer to help hold in place while mounting. Without fully closing the 
door (or reconnect the door buttons), double check the position of the base plate with the cover extension in 
relation to the arms and any added accessories.



12 - LICENSE PLATE LIGHT WIRING
Remove the OEM licenses plate lights. Using a reader, find and splice the power to the provided red connectors.
Splice and extend if needed the provided lights. Wrap and loom wires with the provided cover and extend thorough 
the original light openings. Insert lights into base plate.
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13 – BASE PLATE HARDWARE
Install clip nuts onto base plate.
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14 – COVER INSTALLATION
Mount the cover using the provided 1/4" hardware. Ensure the camera looms and hose are passed through 

the opening and no pinching occurs.  

EXAMPLE SHOWN

15 – CAMERA AND WASHER  INSTALLATION
Insert the camera into the provided mount and install using the OEM hardware. DOUBLE check it is 

upright. Repeat the same process for the washer end. Next mount the assembly onto the cover bottom 

using the provided 1/4" hardware. Adjust as needed.
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16 – COVER BOTTOM INSTALLATION
Attach the provided clip nuts to the top of the cover. Mount the bottom into the extension, ensure the 

camera looms and hose are clear and no pinching occurs

TIGHTEN ALL HARDWARE AFTER EVERYTHING IS INSTALLED ON THE VEHICLE. CHECK AND 

RETIGHTEN ALL HARDWARE AFTER THE FIRST 100 MILES AND AFTER OFF ROADING. CHECK 

REGULARLY AFTER EXTENDED OFFROAD USE

17 – REAR DOOR PANEL INSTALLATION
Verify everything is working and reinstall all rear door and interior panels or pieces.
